E. REPORTS AND DISCUSSION ITEMS/POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS

1. Superintendent Report 
 -Superintendent Carl informed the Board of the following:

Projected Pre-School Enrollment: 16 children
Projected Enrollment: 113
Credential Update: No update
Facilities Update: 
1. Staff and parent volunteers painted the student bathrooms
2. Playground asphalt resurfaced
3. Exterior painting of school in progress
4. Indoor Kitchen painting in progress
5. Kitchen floor either needs vinyl laid on top or existing tiles removed.  If removal of existing tiles is the choice, an abatement company will need to come out because it’s asbestos.  The floor is at that point where due to cleaning and normal wear and tear it needs to be replaced.  Floor company believes that it is in jeopardy of being dangerous to the entire kitchen area.
Charter Update: 
1. Preliminary MYP financial report included in packets.  Board accepts both Winship Community and Feather River Charter preliminary budgets. 
2. Material revision is an action item
Personnel: 
1. Superintendent Carl proposed to hire a new teacher due to the 
a. closure of Central Gaither School, enrollment will go up.
b. 3rd/4th grade class has 26 students in seats.
c. students must be 6 ft. apart due to COVD-19 guidelines.
d. small class sizes we promote.
Board Members discussed the amount of time needed to educating students appropriately, as well as how this will impact financially.  Board Member Mohsen expressed the importance of maintaining the team Robbins School has. The WRESD Board Members supports Superintendent Carl in hiring decisions for 2020-2021 school year and is advised to be cautious and observe if the new organizational structure will work. 
After School Program:  No updates.
COVID-19
1. Direct Instruction
a. There will be double support in classrooms k-6
i. Teacher will provide direct instruction and Para will provide support to the students
ii. No homework will be assigned to grades K-5, they will be working on it in class with Para during their support session
b. Science and Social Studies will be a lecture piece once a week
Additional Information: 
1. 8th Grade Promotion was successful. All students showed up and participated in the drive through graduation.
2. Yearbook pickup and Retirement drive through was successful
3. Health Department will not allow us to cook or do dishes in Kitchen due to water issues. Plan is:
a. Serve take n’ go type breakfast and snack
b. Preferred Meals is closing their Distribution Center in North California. Lunch will be pre-packaged from a new company called Revolution Foods.
4. Enrollment for 2020-2021: 113 students
a. Hire 1 teacher, post the 3rd para position (11:30-6:15) to help with cafeteria and recess supervision, PE support, classroom pep and after school care.
5. Preschool Enrollment- 8 fully enrolled and committed, a family with 2 seeking financial assistance, 3 on the fence, 4 appointments scheduled (1 from CG)
6. YCUSD Board approved Central Gaither School closure- parents reaching out to Robbins School – PTA wants to donate some items to our school.
7. Enrollment promoting postcards will be mailed to the Yuba City area, they will be in mailboxes on June 24th

2. Accept the Winship-Robbins Elementary School District 2020-2021 Budget: Based on ADA-113 students with 0% COLA and decrease in-based funding. Discussion followed on the distribution of monies and the decreases in funding due to Governor Newsom cuts in funding. WRESD will run on a deficit with possible enrollment increase. Ask SCSOS Budget Team for clarification on the $2,385,874 on the summary page. MSC (Sakurada, Mohsen) accepted unanimously.

3. Accept the Inspire North aka Feather River Charter School Material Revision: Discussion followed on the content of the document and how Inspire North aka Feather River Charter School addressed WRESD Notice of Action and requirements that needed to be met to become in good standing with WRESD. MSC (Mohsen, Sakurada) accepted the Material Revision based on information we have available, and making sure their revenues and expenses are aligned to not be in deficit spending with continuation of oversight, accepted unanimously.

4. Adopt the COVID-19 Report: Discussion followed. On providing an overview on the changes to program offerings that WRESD made in response to school closures due to the COVID-19 emergency and major impacts of the closures on students and families. COVID-19 report substituted as a LCAP adoption due to emergency closure. MSC (Sakurada, Mohsen) adopted unanimously.

5. Approve Resolution 06-10-2020a: Specifications of the Election Order: Discussion followed on Ed. Code Sections 5304 & 5322, the authority for the specifications of the election order to elect 3 members of the WRESD to run for a 4-year term to serve as board members. MSC (Mohsen, Sakurada) approved unanimously.

6. Approve Resolution 06-10-2020b: Intra Budget Transfer Resolution at the Close of the School Year: Discussion followed on Ed. Code Section 42001 which authorizes the governing board of a school district to adopt a resolution permitting the County Superintendent of Schools to organize Intra-Budget transfers necessary for closing the school districts records. MSC (Mohsen, Sakurada) approved unanimously.
